1.1 Reservation Of  Seats
 22.5% of  the total numbers of  seats is reserved for candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste

and Scheduled Tribes (15% for Scheduled Caste and 7.5% for Scheduled Tribes, interchangeable
if necessary).

 27% seats are reserved for the candidates belonging to Other Backward Classes(OBC - Non-
Creamy Layer, Central List).

 10% seats for admission of  candidates belonging to Economically Weaker Sections

1.2 Supernumerary Seats
 Program-wise, % of  seats are set aside for individuals with benchmark disabilities.
 A supernumerary quota of  5% of  the college’s authorised strength is set aside for ECA and

sports.
 Sports and ECA may get 1% to 4% of  the college’s total funding, with a 5% cap on admissions.
 Furthermore, a program may only receive a maximum of  20% of  the designated seats in a

7(a) The Formation and Functioning of  Committees and Societies formed
under Uniform Modalities

7(a).1. Mode of  Formation of  Committees/Societies
(a) There shall not be any election for academic societies/committees. There shall be only

one election in the College, i.e., Student’s Union.
(b) Students Functionaries shall be selected by the committee consisting of not less than five

faculty members of the concerned Department/society on merit-cum-interaction based
selection process. In case the concerned department/society has less than five faculties,
faculty members from other department/society may be inducted in the selection
committee.

(c) Only eligible students shall be selected for the following posts.
i. Student Coordinator (Only Third Year Students)
ii. Deputy Coordinator (Only Second Year Students)
iii. Treasurer (Only First Year students)
iv. Five Executives (Open)
Proviso I : In any case the number of post(s) shall not exceed one for i, ii, iii and, five for
iv.
Proviso II : During Annual Prize Distribution only i, ii, iii, and iv shall receive certificates
and mementoes.

(e) There shall be common application form for all posts.
(f) A student shall be eligible to apply for only one post of  the committee/society.
(g) A Student shall be allowed to apply for not more than two committees/societies (one

academic & one Staff Council Committee/Society). However, a student shall be allowed
to hold the post of  one committee/society only.

(h) If a student has already held in the past any one of the post – student coordinator,
deputy coordinator or treasurer – of  any society, he /she shall not be eligible to apply for
any of  the above mentioned post of  any society. However, in case of  post of  executive
held in the past, he /she shall be allowed to apply, as par with eligibility, for the post of
student coordinator or deputy coordinator or treasurer.

(i) Concealment of any fact shall lead to immediate suspension from the college.

7(a).2. Nature of Events/Functions/Cultural Programmes
a. Cultural events/functions of societies/committees shall be organized with minimum

academic disruption.
b. No DJ shall be allowed for any function/event/cultural programmes conducted by these

Committees including Student’s Union functions.
c. No societies/committees shall be allowed to organize Fresher’s Welcome. All societies/

committees shall only be allowed to organize common orientation programme with
academic theme.

d. In place of farewell, societies/committees shall organize valedictory function. All respective
mementoes and certificates, except mentioned in 1 (c), shall be distributed during this function.

e. There shall be special focus on organizing debates, seminars, symposium and industrial
visit, educational tour and any such other activities that are necessary in furtherance of
the objectives of  the society.

f. Every effort shall be made to schedule industrial visits/educational tour during mid-
semester break or continuous holidays.

g. A period of  five or such contiguous days shall be earmarked in the College calendar for
organizing common events/activities including inter-college and intra-college programmes
so as to avoid disruption of  lecture classes. The period may be in one or two contiguous
slot.

h. Any event/function shall be organized with the prior intimation and permission of  the
college.

8. ANNUAL DISTINGUISHED LECTURES AND EVENTS AT
THE COLLEGE

8.1 Satyawati Memorial Lecture
Every year the college organizes a Distinguished Lecture by an eminent personality in memory
of Behan Satyawati.

8.2 Vijay Sushma Chauhan Memorial Cultural Programme
The college hosts an Annual Concert of Music and Dance for the promotion of Indian
Classical Music and Culture among youth. An Endowment Fund of  Rs. 1 lakh has been
created in memory of our teacher colleague, late Smt. Vijay SushmaChauhan by her husband
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Dr. Karan Singh Chauhan. The Fund aims at promoting interest in the traditional arts in the
college.

9. SATYAWATI (E) STUDENT'S UNION
Run by students, for students, Satyawati College (E) Student Union exists to develop the student experience
at the college and the Delhi University. As a team of  annually elected student representatives it cultivates
the qualities of  leadership, public speaking, organization, self-expression and initiative among students.
Its objectives are to foster the intellectual and cultural development of its members and to give them
training in the methods and functioning of  democratic institutions. All students who are enrolled in the
college are deemed to be members of  the Satyawati (E) Student’s Union and Delhi University Student’s
Union (DUSU) as well.

10. YOU SHALL OBSERVE GENERAL RULES AND
REGULATIONS
10.1 Using Identity /Library card

10.1.1 An Identity Card/Library Card is issued to every student, which he/she must bring
to the college every day. This Card must be produced as and when required.
Disciplinary action may be taken on failure to do so. If  the card is lost, a duplicate
must be obtained on payment of  Rs. 100.00.

10.1.2 Only bonafide students of the college are allowed to use the College library and
reading room. College Identity/Library Card is to be produced every day at all service
points, i.e. the entrance, the issue counter, the reference section etc.

10.1.3 Students are liable to be barred from using the library, if  found guilty of  pilfering,
mutilation of  stocks and violating rules of  the library.

10.2. Maintaining the Satyawati (E) Discipline
10.2.1 As per Ordinance XV-B framed by the Delhi University, all powers relating to discipline

and disciplinary action in a college are vested in the Principal who shall have the
authority to exercise all such disciplinary powers over the students as may be necessary
for the smooth and effective functioning of the institution. Further, the Principal is
authorized, if need be, to delegate all such powers to such of the teachers in the
college as he may specify for the purpose.

10.2.2 In pursuance of  the aforementioned Ordinance XV-B, the College has a Proctorial
Board which has been delegated inter alia, with the powers of ensuring general
discipline in the college. The Board is headed by Proctor— Mr. Durgesh Verma of
Department of Political Science.

10.2.3 Students are prohibited from doing anything, either inside the college or outside,which
may amount to breach of  discipline or interference with the discipline andnormal
working of the college.

10.2.4 A student shall be liable to disciplinary action forviolation of  any of  the rules of
discipline. Disciplinary action may involve warningand/or fine and/or suspension
from the class, being debarred from appearing inexamination, from using the college
library or even from entering the collegepremises or any such action as provided in
Ordinance XV-B and the rules ofdiscipline framed under it. Pending an enquiry into
his/her conduct, the Collegehas the right to suspend a student from the college for
any period of time.

10.2.5 Students are expected to take proper care of  college property. Causing any damageto
or disfiguring/defacing/ tampering with college property, walls, furniture andfittings
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shall be treated as acts of indiscipline.
10.2.6 Names of students who indulge in acts of indiscipline during the College andUniversity

Examination may be struck off  from the college rolls.
10.2.7 Students should not loiter in the corridors or speak loudly near the class rooms,library

and office block.
10.2.8 Students are not permitted to receive or entertain visitors in the college during college

hours. In case of  urgency, only parents may meet the principal.
10.2.9 The College lawns and premises must be kept clean. Disciplinary action will be taken

against students, if  found, littering the college premises in any manner.
10.2.10 Playing Holi and celebrating Diwali inside the college premises is strictly prohibited.
10.2.11 Disciplinary action shall be taken against student/students found guilty of violating

this rule.
10.2.12 All students shall be bound by the rules of  the college library.
10.2.13 The College is a smoke free zone.
10.2.14 Delhi University is partnering with Delhi Police and World Lung Foundation- South

Asia in promoting a tobacco free environment. As a step in that direction, smoking is
banned in the college. Any violation in this regard may be promptly brought tothe
notice of the Anti-smoking Nodal Officers of the college.

10.3 Preventing & Prohibiting Ragging and Gender Sensitisation
10.3.1 Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited within the college premises or any other

part of the Delhi University as well as on public transport.
10.3.2 Any individual or collective act or practice of  ragging constitutes gross indiscipline

and shall be dealt with under Ordinance XV-C of  the University.
10.3.3 Any act of sexual harassment is a punishable offence. As per ordinance xv (d) of the

University of Delhi, the college has setup a committee to redress complaints related
to sexual harassment.

11. SOME IMPORTANT INFORMATION
11.1 A student wishing to withdraw his/her name from the rolls of the college must submit

anapplication duly countersigned by his/her parent/guardian. At the time of withdrawal, he/
she will be required to clear all his/her dues and surrender his/her College Identity andLibrary
Cards. Refund, if  any, will be made according to the University rules.

11.2 Migration from this college to another college or University and vice-versa will not betreated
as a matter of right and will be at the sole discretion of the College.

11.3 Students can also avail railway concession for travel to home town during vacations. Toavail
this facility they shall have to declare their home town at the time of admission in thecollege.

11.4 Students are advised to read the college notice board and visit the college website regularly.
Ignorance of  any notice or any other information will not be accepted as a plea for any
noncompliance/ inaction in respect of any matter concerning them.

11.5 Students are required to park their vehicles (two wheelers only) only at the parking lot near
the main gate of the college.

11.6 Any information desired from the office should be sought from its counter only during the
time prescribed for the same. All dealings with students will be limited to the period
between 4.00 p.m. and 7.00 p.m. from Monday to Saturday.

11.7 For any grievance, students are advised to meet the College Students Grievance
Committee. Only if they think that their grievances have not been redressed should
they meet the Principal.

11.8 Students are warned not to use unfair means during University Examinations. As per rules the
punishment is very severe for such offences.

11.9 Proper decorum and discipline is expected to be maintained in the class room. Also, due
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courtesy is expected to be shown to the teaching and non-teaching staff of the college.
11.10 The college premises shall not be used for any private arrangement of  tours and picnics.
11.11 Before going on a tour or a picnic, students should confirm whether it is an officiallysanctioned

programme.
11.12 In case the students go for hiking/tours/picnics organized by Private groups or unofficially

on their own, the college will not bear responsibility for any kind of  mishappenings. Such
engagements by students not only are at their own risks it may also invite disciplinary actions.

11.13 Public Information Officer (PIO)
The college is committed to the implementation of  the Right to Information Act, 2005.
Asper the Act, students can avail information from the PIO who functions on the basis of  the
policy as mentioned in the Right to Information Manuals. Prof. Prabhat Mittal (Mob.
9868101820) of  the Department of  Commerce is the designated Public Information Officer
of the college. The Appellate Authority under the RTI Act is the Principal of the college.

11.14 Attendance Rules
11.14.1 According to the provisions of Ordinance VII of University of Delhi, it is compulsory

for every student to attend at least 2/3rd i.e. 66.66% of the Lectures, Practical and
Tutorials/ Preceptorial separately held every semester.

11.14.2 A student who is short of  attendance in Lectures or Practical or Tutorials/ Preceptorial
will not be ordinarily allowed to take the university examination.

11.14.3 At the end of every month, the college will upload attendance of all students on the
college website. The college shall not be liable to intimate individually every student
about his/her attendance record/ shortage from the concerned Teachers/ Teacher-
in-charge.

11.14.4 The relaxation for students opting for Sports, NCC, NSS and other Co-curricular
Activities of  the college shall be in accordance with the norms of  the University.

11.14.5 Leave on medical grounds, should be supported by a medical certificate, which must
be submitted to the college office within a week of  rejoining. Leave sanctioned,
however, does not mean that attendance has been granted. Students are required to
make up the shortage.

11.15 Semester Examinations / Internal Assessment
11.15.1. Under NEP – UGCF Framework there are two components for evaluation:

 Internal Assessment.
 Continuous Evaluation.
 End-Semester Examination.

11.15.2. These are distributed, depending upon the credit division of papers, strictly according
to the UGCF-2022 framework.

11.15.3. The internal assessment is based on tutorial work/assignment/ tests/ projects and
attendance.

11.15.4. The internal assessment marks will be shown separately in the mark sheet issued by
the university and these marks will be added to the semester examination marks for
determining the division obtained by the student.

11.15.5. There will be a university examination at the end of  each semester.
11.15.6. The students shall fill the examination form for a particular semester after payment

of the prescribed examination fee before the examination schedule.
