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ABOUT THE COLLEGE

The college, established in 1973, takes its name from the valorous and famous freedom fighter, Behen
Satyawati, who was called ‘Toofani Behen’ by Mahatma Gandhi and ‘The Indian Joan of Arc’ by Aruna
Asaf Ali. Her contribution in mobilizing the workers as well as women to the nationalist cause during the
Indian freedom struggle was acknowledged by all the national leaders and this college endeavours to continue
the legacy of her life work. With more than 3200 students, the college is dedicated completely to the pursuit
of academic distinction, conscientious teaching, and preserving the values of humanism.

This will be the 48th annual day celebration for the college. The college has completed 50 years this year and
has made progress in leaps and bounds.

The college offers education in the field of Arts, Social Sciences, Mathematics and Commerce. The college
moves beyond curriculum and endeavours to keep the student up-to-date through relevant seminars and
workshops. Satyawati boasts of a well-stocked library, which has recently inaugurated a Book Bank aimed
at facilitating access to course and extra-course material for students from disadvantaged financial
backgrounds. This is the Savitribai Phule Book Bank, inaugurated on the auspicious day of Basant panchmi,
February 14, 2024, by the Dean of Colleges, Prof. Balram Pani.

The College library is fully computerised and has access to many periodicals and reference books. The library
had nearly 84000 books, to which 1816 new books have been added in the academic year 2023-24. The
library has subscriptions of 21 newspaper, 17 magazines, in both Hindi and English. The college library also
has access to the NLIST program through INFLIBNET, through which access to a further 6150 e-journals
and 31,64,309 e-books is available.

In another remarkable achievement for college, three students have been awarded the prestigious Hana
Scholarship, courtesy of the Hana Bank, Republic of Korea. The three students are Sunil Shukla, Ajit
Shukla and Jhulfikar, all students of the B. A. (P) course, in the third year.

In the last academic year, the college has promoted six teaching faculty members to full professorships and
recruited 93 new teaching faculty members on a permanent basis. Now the full teaching strength of the
college is 125. The non-teaching staff members number 50 and contribute greatly to the smooth functioning
of the institution.

Our college has a disabled friendly environment with ramps and lift facilities that cater to specific needs of
the visually challenged students and faculty.
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An extremely important development has been the establishment of the ICT committee, NEP committee and
IQAC committee.

In a bid to create a holistic environment for the students and the teachers, the college has enlisted the services
of Dr. Venika Krishna, counsellor and phycologist, who holds regular online and offline meetings with
students. Beyond this, the physical education department has always been an active and stellar part of the
college fraternity, bringing many accolades and organizing events like a week-long inter-college series and
yoga series. In last academic , major achievement of Department of physical education includes 4 Gold
medals, 3 Silver and 3 bronze medals.

The academic results of the college have constantly shown progress with a number of students in various
departments securing outstanding marks. The result of the final year has shown 16% student scoring above
75% and 84% of students having first division.
